SCHOLARSHIP AWARDS

CRITERIA

3. Applicant must plan to attend one of the following accredited institutions the semester
following graduation from High School:

The essay should answer: What qualities do
you possess that demonstrate the qualities of our founder, Mary McLeod Bethune?
a. Typed double spaced
b. Times New Roman Font
c. 12-point font
d. 1-inch top, side, bottom margins



5. Applicant must be available in early April for an interview, if requested.
6. Applicant must complete and submit a Scholarship Application by March 14, 2025.
